Deadline to register to vote 
in Nov. election is Oct. 10

The Texas Secretary 
of State’s office says the 
voter registration deadline 
for the Nov. 7 Election is 
Oct. 10.

Voters can confirm their 
registration status on the 
SOS Am I Registered? por-
tal.

The Secretary of State’s 
office says you should con-
tact your county voter reg-
istrar for specific questions 
about voter registration 
status.

Texans who have re-
cently changed their name 
or moved can update their 
voter registration  online, 
the office said.

Voters will get a new 
Voter Certificate in the 
mail within 30 days of sub-
mitting a change through 
this service. But if they 
send the changes less than 
30 days prior to an elec-
tion, they must vote at 
their current polling loca-
tion, the SOS said.

If a voter registration 
record is on ‘suspense,’ 
it means the county of 
registration has received 
information that voter no 
longer lives at the address 
on the current voter regis-
tration record. The Secre-

tary of State’s office says 
voters should update their 
addresses with this link.

W h e n  p o p u l a -
t i o n - 1 ,5 0 0  Lo ck n e y, 
Texas, lost its longtime 
grocery store last fall, Joy 
Dalrymple knew the com-
munity was in trouble. 
Although the city’s Lowe’s 
was by no means the larg-
est or newest in the Little-
field-based chain, it kept 
jobs, dollars, and sales 

tax local—and provided 
a place for neighbors to 
connect and to stock their 
larders without a ten-mile 
trip to Floydada or a lon-
ger one to Plainview or 
Lubbock.
